IFCA Active Membership - Active membership shall consist of the Fire and/or EMS chief, the administrative head, or any chief officer actively working in any duly organized fire or fire-based EMS department within the State of Idaho, whether state, city, county, federal, fire district or private; either career, combination or volunteer.  
Corporate Membership - Corporate members may be elected officials (fire commissioners, mayors, city councilpersons, county commissioners, etc.) or line officers and/or members of the fire department, and persons or businesses associated with the fire service i.e. insurance industry, equipment dealers, apparatus manufacturers, distributors, etc.  Corporate members are non-voting.
EMS Division Membership (Active or Corporate) - Active membership in this Division is extended to those persons whose Chief or senior administrator meets the qualifications for active membership in the Idaho Fire Chief Association (fire-based EMS) or any state licensed EMS agency (other than fire-based EMS).  Only Active members shall be voting members.  Corporate members is open to interested persons who are not eligible for active membership. Corporate members are non-voting. 
Fire Prevention Officers Division Membership (Active or Corporate) - Active membership in this division shall be limited to those persons whose chief meets the qualifications for active membership in the IFCA or is an employee or representative of a fire code enforcement firm or business that is also an Corporate member of the IFCA. Active members shall be voting members. Corporate members may include any interested person who is not eligible for active membership. Corporate members are non-voting.

Training Officers Division Membership (Active or Corporate) - Active membership in this Division shall be limited to those persons whose Chief meets the qualifications for active membership in the Idaho Fire Chief Association.  Active members shall be voting members.  Corporate members may include any interested person who is not eligible for active membership. Corporate members are non-voting.
Life or Honorary Membership - Life membership is only conferred upon those meeting the following eligibility requirements:  1.) Must be a Past President of the Idaho Fire Chief's Association; or, 2.) have been an IFCA Active member for ten (10) consecutive years immediately preceding their retirement (or upon leaving the fire/EMS services) and are no longer eligible for Active membership; or, 3.) any person recommended by the IFCA Board, and voted Life Membership status by the membership present casting a two‑thirds (2/3) vote in favor of granting Life Membership; or, 4.) any person who has rendered conspicuous service to the IFCA, its aims and purposes as deemed appropriate by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the IFCA Board.   Privileges of Life or Honorary Membership include: Waiver of dues to the Idaho Fire Chief's Association; waiver of conference registration fee to the Idaho Fire Chief's Association annual meeting and conference; receipt all Idaho Fire Chief's Association mailings; eligible to serve on all IFCA committees and are eligible to vote on Idaho Fire Chief's Association business.
