Idaho’s Federal Legislators    (Rev. 1-28-11)
The state of Idaho has two (2) seats in the U.S. House of Representatives and two (2) seats, as do all states, in the U.S. Senate.  These legislators maintain offices in both Idaho and in Washington, DC.  The Representatives cover state districts (1 and 2) but both Senators cover the whole state.
The following contact information is provided to quickly assist IFCA members in contacting their Federal legislators on national legislative matters.  Members are encouraged to make their opinions known of federal issues affecting the fire/EMS services (i.e., AFG grants, SAFER grants, FEMA matters, FLSA laws, etc.).

When contacting a Federal legislator, as with all legislators, please follow these simple guidelines whether contacting them by email, letter or by phone:  

· Identify your issue.  State exactly what you are contacting them about and why. If it is a specific bill or piece of legislation provide the number of that item.

· Be Brief.  Stay focused on the issue and use specific points to convey your message.

· Be Polite.  Be nice and keep your communications courteous and respectful.

When contacting a legislator you will often be communicating with or be contacted by a “congressional staffer.”  This is someone who works for the legislator.  Treat the staffer with the same respect and courtesy you would for the legislator.
